WITH THE INHABITANTS OF SAINT-GENIS-LAVAL AND BRIGNAIS. HOWEVER, RESIDING IN SAINT-GENIS-LAVAL,
THEY COULD NOT RESIST THE DESIRE TO RETURN TO THEIR FRENCH ROOTS. DURING THE THREE DAYS OF THE
TUSCAN CELEBRATION, THEY FOUND THE TIME TO FOLLOW THE TRACKS OF THEIR FAMOUS ANCESTORS.

FRANCESCO CARLONI DE QUERQUI GUADAGNI AND HIS DAUGHTER BEATRICE STARTED BY VISITING THE
GADAGNE MUSEUMS IN OLD LYON. MADAME PRIVAT-SAVIGNY, CHIEF-CURATOR OF THE PATRIMONY AND
DIRECTOR OF THE GADAGNE MUSEUMS, SHOWED THEM AROUND. FRANCESCO CARLONI HAD ALREADY VISITED
THE MUSEUMS IN 2005, HOWEVER HE WAS REALLY IMPRESSED BY ALL THAT WAS DONE TO PROMOTE THE

SITE DURING THE HERITAGE DAYS, COMPLETED THE ROLE OF GUIDE IN FRONT OF A SATISFIED PUBLIC...DURING
A SECOND VISIT, IN THE AFTERNOON, FRANCESCO CARLONI HIMSELF HELPED GUIDE THE VISITORS AROUND,
PROVIDING INFORMATION ON FAMILY STORIES. NOTABLY, HE EXPLAINED: “AMONG THE MANY CASTLES THE
GADAGNE POSSESSED IN THE LYONNAIS, THE AVIGNONNAIS, AND EASTERN FRANCE, BEAUREGARD HAS
ALWAYS BEEN THEIR FAVORITE CASTLE.” GUILLAUME DE GADAGNE, FOR EXAMPLE, LIKED TO BE CALLED THE
“KNIGHT OF BEAUREGARD”, CLAUDE DE GADAGNE WAS KNOWN AS “THE CADET OF BEAUREGARD”, AND
OFTEN SIMPLY SIGNED “BEAUREGARD”. MY DAUGHTER BEATRICE AND MYSELF, AS WELL AS MY BROTHER
BERNARDO AND HIS WIFE CARLA, WISH THIS TRADITION TO CONTINUE. THE REMAINS OF OUR ANCESTRAL
HOME OF BEAUREGARD AND THE CITY OF SAINT-GENIS-LAVAL WILL ALWAYS HAVE A SPECIAL PLACE IN OUR
HEART.”

ROLAND CRIMIER, MAYOR OF SAINT-GENIS-LAVAL, EXPRESSED HIS WISH FOR THE CREATION OF A
FOUNDATION TO FIND THE NECESSARY FUNDS FOR THE RESTORATION OF THE RENAISSANCE GADAGNE FAMILY
